HER EMMYNENCY 

Among the best of her generation at two and three, Her Emmynency was a grade one 
performer on both the main track and on turf. By a quality outcross stallion, she comes from 
a highly-successful John C. Mabee family. 

Showing a rare degree of consistency and versatility, Her Emmynency finished first or second 
in five of her first six starts at two and three, on two different surfaces, and from 5½  
furlongs to nine furlongs. Her Emmynency kicked off her career with a maiden special weight 
victory on the main track at Del Mar. Stepping straight into grade one company, Her 
Emmynency missed by just a neck in the Del Mar Debutante Stakes (gr. I). Her Emmynency 
concluded her first campaign with a decisive 2¾ lengths score in the Surfer Girl Stakes over a 
mile on turf at Santa Anita. 

At three, Her Emmynency gained another grade one credit when missing by just ¾ length to 
Sharla Rae in the Del Mar Oaks (gr. I), while defeating grade one winner Sunset Glow, and 
graded stakes winners Prize Exhibit, Paulina’s Love, and Zipessa. 

The defining moment of Her Emmynency’s career came in the $500,000 Queen Elizabeth II 
Challenge Cup Stakes (gr. I). In one of the year’s most important events for three-year-old 
fillies on the turf, she scored a famous victory, defeating Miss Temple City – twice a grade 
one winner over males – and other graded scorers Sentiero Italia, Blond Me, Olorda, 
Feathered, and Mizz Money. 

Her Emmynency is by the top-class sprinter/miler Successful Appeal, the sire of more than 
50 stakes winners, including in addition to Her Emmynency, grade one winners J P’s Gusto, 
Appealing Zophie, and Successful Affair. A grandson of In Reality from the famed Man o’ War 
line, Successful Appeal offers a sire line that is an outcross to Northern Dancer, Mr. 
Prospector, Seattle Slew, and Hail to Reason male-lines.  

Her Emmynency’s dam, Chic Dancer, was also a highly-accomplished runner who captured 
three stakes events, including the Modesty Handicap (gr. III). Chic Dancer is out of Stylish 
Accent, a half-sister to the wonderful Best Pal, winner of ten graded stakes events including 
the Hollywood Futurity (gr. I), Hollywood Gold Cup (gr. I), Santa Anita Handicap (gr. I), Santa 
Anita Charles H Strub Stakes (gr. I), Norfolk Stakes (gr. I), and Oaklawn Handicap (gr. I), and 
was also runner-up in the Kentucky Derby (gr. I). Stylish Accent’s dam is half-sister to 
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Paperback Habit, a stakes winner and dam or granddam of four stakes winners, and to 
Devine Pet, the dam of the brilliant grade one winning sprinter Richter Scale, and of multiple 
graded stakes winner Outperformance. 

A grade one winner over an exceptional field, and a grade one performer at two and three, 
Her Emmynency is from an outcross sire line, out of a graded stakes winner from a major 
producing family.
