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OFF THE TRACKS 

A classic winner who was also an outstanding two-year-old, Off the Tracks is by a two-time 
Horse of the Year and outstanding young classic sire from an extremely active family.  

For a filly with a classic destiny, Off the Tracks showed surprising speed at two. In just two 
starts as a juvenile, she broke her maiden by 4¼ lengths going five furlongs, and returned to 
take the six furlong Schuylerville Stakes (gr. III) by 3¼ lengths, defeating graded winner 
Decked Out and stakes winner Moment is Right. 

Off the Tracks firmly established herself as one of the best three-year-olds of her generation 
with an extremely impressive display in the Mother Goose Stakes (gr. I). Leading throughout 
the 8½ furlong test, Off the Tracks set rapid fractions of :22.79, :45.53, and 1:09.62, before 
drawing off to score by 3½ lengths. Those behind included grade one winner Rachel’s 
Valentina, graded winners Lewis Bay and Lightstream, and stakes winner Mo d’Amour. 

Off the Tracks is also winner of the 6½ furlong Margate Handicap, which she won by 4¼ 
lengths. She also took second to Carina Mia in the Acorn Stakes (gr. I), with the brilliant 
Cathryn Sophia, grade one winner Paola Queen, and grade two winners Go Maggie Go and 
Forever Darling completing the field, and third in the seven furlong Test Stakes (gr. I), beaten 
a length after setting fractions of :43.5 and 1:08.59. 

Off the Tracks is the faster daughter of Curlin. A two-time Horse of the Year, Curlin, already 
sire of such as Exaggerator and Palace Malice; Champion Stellar Wind; Keen Ice, conqueror 
of American Pharoah and Frosted in the Travers Stakes (gr. I); and three-time grade one 
winner Curalina. With an eye to the future, we’ll also note that Curlin is by one outstanding 
broodmare sire, Smart Strike, out of a mare by another, Deputy Minister.  

Off the Tracks is a sister to stakes placed Inspired by Grace, and half-sister to Concord 
Point, winner of the West Virginia Derby (gr. II) and Iowa Derby (gr. III), and now a 
successful sire. Her dam, Harve de Grace, is half-sister to Tasha’s Miracle, successful in the 
Sorrento Stakes (gr. III) and Harold C. Ramser Stakes (gr. III), and multiple graded stakes 
placed, including when third in the Las Virgenes Stakes (gr.  I) and fourth in the Breeders’ 
Cup Juvenile Fillies (gr. I). 

Harve de Grace is also half-sister to grade two placed Deb’s Charm, the dam of stakes 
winners Praetereo and Simply Spiteful, and graded placed Dawn’s Charm; to stakes placed 
Early Vintage, the dam of multiple stakes winner Conquest Top Gun; and to Tasha’s Star, 
dam of stakes winner Esmeraldina. Harve de Grace’s dam, Ms. Cuvee Napa, is out of A Penny 
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Is A Penny, successful in the Molly Pitcher Handicap (gr. II), Fleur de Lis Stakes (gr. III) and 
Oaklawn Breeders’ Cup Stakes (gr. III).  The very live nature of this family is illustrated by the 
fact that of the 12 stakes horses in the first two dams, five were born in 2010 or later, and 
ten were born in 2005 or later.  We should note too, that Off the Tracks has an older half-
sister and an older sister, while her dam also has a two-year-old colt by Tiznow and a colt 
foal by Awesome Again. Under the second dam there are also two-year-olds by Tiznow, 
Twirling Candy, Malibu Moon and Lonhro, and yearlings and weanlings by More Than Ready 
(sold for $325,000 at the Keeneland September Sales), Super Saver and Bodemeister. 
 
A classic winner with a sprinter’s speed, Off the Tracks, looks sure to remain a contender for 
major stakes should she stay in training. Given her talent, and her top-class, and very live, 
pedigree, she is also an extremely exciting broodmare prospect.
