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SPELLING AGAIN 
 
Swift multiple grade two winner Spelling Again is by an outstanding racehorse and stallion 
who has now emerged as an outstanding broodmare sire, and out of multiple stakes 
producing mare. 

Spelling Again produced an outstanding effort to capture the Princess Rooney Stakes (gr. II), 
taking command through three-quarters 1:09.21, and completing the seven furlongs in 
1:22.09, while defeating grade one winner Birdatthewire and graded winner Cali Star. 
Spelling Again also dominated the Chilukki Stakes (gr. II), drawing off to win by 4½ lengths 
from a field that included Birdatthewire, and grade two winners Ahh Chocolate, Gold Medal 
Dancer, and Keen Pauline. Spelling Again achieved four other victories, among them a win in 
the Open Mind Stakes. Spelling Again has also taken third in the Ruffian Stakes (gr. II), 
Winning Colors Stakes (gr. III), and Go For Wand Handicap (gr. III). 

Spelling Again is by Awesome Again, a classic winner at three, and an undefeated four-year-
old who triumphed in what was, perhaps, the strongest ever renewal of the Breeders’ Cup 
Classic (gr. I). An outstanding stallion, Awesome Again has sired more than 30 graded stakes 
winners, among them 13 grade one winners, including Horse of the Year Ghostzapper, one 
of greatest runners of recent times; Champion Older Mare Ginger Punch; classic winner 
Oxbow; as well as Game On Dude, Awesome Gem, Round Point, Toccet, Dubai Escapade, 
and Paynter. Awesome Again is also fast emerging as broodmare sire, with his daughters 
already producing more than 50 stakes winners, including Keen Ice, who defeated American 
Pharoah and Frosted in the Travers Stakes (gr. I); Champion and classic winner Academic; 
and other grade one winners Awesome Maria, Giacom, and Roman Legend.  

Spelling Again is half-sister to the stakes winning Empire Maker filly, Sky Willow. Her dam, 
Spelling, also has a winning three-year-old filly by Arch, a two-year-old filly by Candy Ride, a 
yearling filly by Point of Entry, a colt foal by Shackleford, and is bred to Liam’s Map.  

Spelling is herself half-sister to Port Bayou, a joint-highweight and group winner in Ireland; 
to Talent Search, a multiple stakes winner who also took second in the Vosburgh Stakes (gr. 
I) and Frank J. de Francis Memorial Dash (gr. I); to stakes winners Lethal Agenda and Kera’s 
Kitten; to stakes placed Last Waltz; and to the dam of 2016 grade one winner Admiral, and 
stakes winner Place Your Bet.  
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Spelling Again traces via Mbale – a half-sister to Mahmoud, Epsom Derby winner and 
Leading Sire in the U.S. – to the legendary “Flying Filly” Mumtaz Mahal, still regarded as one 
of the fasted females ever to tred the turf. Mumtaz Mahal became a renowned tap-root 
mare, and via her stallion descendents Mahmoud (sire of Almahmoud, the granddam of 
Northern Dancer and Halo), Nasrullah (sire of Bold Ruler) and Royal Charger (sire of Turn-to), 
did much to shape the modern thoroughbred.
