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AUNTIE JOY 
 
Graded stakes winner Auntie Joy is from the first crop of world-record breaking sire, 
out of a granddaughter of the great mare Personal Ensign. What’s more, she is 
offered carrying her first foal by exceptional sire Medaglia d’Oro. 
 
Auntie Joy gained her graded stakes victory by leading at every call to take the 
Regret Stakes (gr. III) by daylight over a strong field that included graded stakes 
winners Dothraki Queen, Noble Beauty, Family Meeting, and Quiet Business, and 
stakes winners Try Your Luck, La Piba, and Gone Away. Auntie Joy had previously 
taken a maiden special weight at Churchill Downs on her only start at two, and 
scored at allowance level at Gulfstream Park. She earned further black-type when 
running second to Breeders’ Cup winning champion Catch a Glimpse by ¾ of a length 
in the Edgewood Stakes (gr. III), with grade one winner Harmonize and stakes 
winners Ava’s Kitten and Believe in Bertie behind, and missing by just a nose in the 
Pucker Up Stakes (gr. III).  
 
Auntie Joy is one of the most accomplished daughters of her sire, Uncle Mo. A 
dominating Champion Two-Year-Old, Uncle Mo has made a world record-breaking 
start to his stud career. His first crop, four-year-olds of 2017, has now produced an 
astonishing 24 individual stakes winners, 12 of them graded, including Champion 
Two-Year-Old Colt and Kentucky Derby (gr. I) victor, Nyquist – bred on an identical 
cross to Auntie Joy; Wood Memorial Stakes (gr. I) captor Outwork; grade one 
winning juvenile filly Gomo; and grade two winners Mokat and Laoban.  
 
Auntie Joy’s dam, Rejoicing, is also dam of the $500,000 earner, Divine Oath, winner 
of the American Derby (gr. III), Kent Stakes (gr. III), and W. L. McKnight Handicap (gr. 
III). Rejoicing is herself half-sister to Animal Spirits, winner of the Bourbon Stakes (gr. 
III) at two; to Winner, dam of Ocho Ocho Ocho, successful in the Delta Downs 
Jackpot Stakes (gr. III) and Juvenile Turf Sprint Stakes, and also grade one placed; and 
to Broad Pennant, the dam of stakes winning and graded stakes placed Stretching, 
and of Interactif, winner of three graded stakes at two and three, including the 
National Museum of Racing Hall of Fame Stakes (gr. II), for earnings of over 
$560,000.  
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The second dam, Pennant Champion, a multiple winning daughter of Mr. Prospector, 
is a sister to the Jockey Club Gold Cup (gr. I) winner Miner's Mark, grade one winner 
Traditionally, and grade one placed performer and classic sire Our Emblem. Pennant 
Champion is also a half-sister to My Flag, who not only won four grade one events, 
including the Breeders' Cup Juvenile Fillies and CCA Oaks, but produced Champion 
Two-Year-Old Filly Storm Flag Flying (by Storm Cat, the sire of Forestry, so closely 
related to the dam of this filly). Pennant Champion's dam is the great, undefeated 
Champion racemare and Broodmare of the Year, Personal Flag.  
 
Auntie Joy’s granddam, Pennant Champion, is by Mr. Prospector out of the immortal 
racemare Personal Ensign, who retired as the only North American runner to 
compile an undefeated career at the highest level since Colin, 80 years earlier. 
Pennant Champion is a sister to grade one winners Miner’s Mark and Traditionally, 
and to grade one placed classic sire Our Emblem. Pennant Champion is also half-
sister to Champion Two-Year-Old Filly and CCA Oaks (gr. I) heroine My Flag, herself 
dam of Champion Two-Year-Old Filly Storm Flag Flying and stakes winner With Flying 
Colors, and granddam of graded stakes winner Parading and Teresa Z; to graded 
stakes winner Salute, the dam of grade one winner Mr Speaker; to Title Seeker, the 
dam of graded stakes winning and grade one placed Seeking the Title.  
 
A graded stakes winner from a wonderful family, Auntie Joy is offered carrying a foal 
by Medaglia d’Oro. One of the world’s leading international sires, Medaglia d’Oro is 
already sire of over 100 stakes winners, and has sired champions on three different 
continents. Medaglia d’Oro has been represented by 18 group or grade one winners, 
including Rachel Alexandra, who ranks among greatest fillies ever to run in North 
America; the two-time Eclipse Award winner Songbird; Kentucky Oaks (gr. I) heroine 
Plum Pretty; Passion For Gold, Champion Two-Year-Old Colt in France; Vancouver, 
Champion Two-Year-Old Colt in Australia; and multiple grade one winners Marketing 
Mix, Mshawish, New Money Honey, Gabby’s Golden Ga,l and Champagne d’Oro. In 
2017, Medaglia d’Oro has already been represented by 12 stakes winners, including 
Songbird; Bolt d’Oro, who took the Del Mar Futurity (gr. I); the Alabama Stakes (gr. I) 
victress Elate; New Money Honey, a grade one winner at two and three; and 
Dickinson, who took the Jenny Wiley Stakes (gr. I).
